After completing a Ph.D. in
physics in France she moved to the
US in 2002. She has worked as a

She currently
holds a joint appointment between
WSU and PNNL where she is
involved in Nuclear Magnetic
Resonance Spectroscopy of actinide
materials in addition to teaching
algebra, trigonometry, and calculus
at WSU.
